Rule 132/DMH Services and Anasazi Update

Anasazi Unit 516 to be used for the Community Case
Management/Community Support & PSR Team Billings and
Documentation: Effective immediately, the Community Based Case
Management/Community Support and PSR staff are to enter adult mental
health services billings and documentation in Unit 516 utilizing the
appropriate subunit based on location. PSR staff have been using the 516
unit for the past year but this is new for the community-based case
managers. Unit 100 will no longer be used by these case managers for
adult services but Unit 109 will continue to be used for children and
adolescents. This change will result in a better system of data collection
and overall quality management as the community support staff work in
close partnership with the PSR staff with sharing of job activities. (This
change applies to community based case management staff under the
supervision of Amy Fort, Aimee Anderson and Krista Lofing)

Clarification of On-Site and Off-site Services Provided at Supported
Residential Sites: This past week we received further clarification from
the Bureau of Accreditation, Licensure and Certification regarding services
provided within our four Supported Residential sites (Hawkinson, Division,
Pollock, and Willow Way Apartments). Services provided in a supported
residential site may be billed as either on-site or off-site, depending on
where within the facility the services are provided. Services provided in
the consumer's apartment/home are to be billed as off-site (Location Code
3). Any service rendered in other common locations at the supported
residential site, such as the office, community room or laundry area, are to
be billed as on-site (Location Code 1). Staff who travel from another
agency office location must also bill the on-site rate for services that are
provided in the office/common areas but services provided within the
consumer’s apartment are billed as off-site.

New Service Activity Code for the Annual Update of the Mental
Health Assessment: Rule 132 now requires that for individuals receiving
mental health services for one year or longer, an Annual Mental Health
Assessment must be completed. Effective immediately the service activity
code (SAC) to use for the Annual Mental Health Assessment is 105. For
the Initial Mental Health Assessment, staff will continue to use SAC 103.
This change will assist in the Quality Management process to more clearly
identify new mental health admissions to our Bridgeway Mental Health
Recovery Services.
